MINUTES

1. APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

MSO opened the meeting by running through the minutes of the last meeting. The NAG approved the minutes.

2. AVELEY WALK POLICE OFFICE

IKS reported that the Aveley Walk Police office is ready to open, but that the key to unlock an internal fire
escape route has been lost, so the office cannot be used until this can be opened. There is also an external
shutter on a fire exit that needs removing.

3. CONSTITUTION

Copies of the NAG constitution were circulated for reference; IKS to bring printed copy for all members to sign
at next meeting

4. NAG SURVEY RESULTS

IKS presented results of the recent NAG surveys. Will supply electronic copy to JSC for publication on website.

IKS asked members of the NAG to check categorisations of issues that were raised by respondents. Some issues
were re-categorised, and amended summary sheets will be published accordingly. JSA queried whether St Giles
Close was covered by the survey; IKS reported this falls under the New Town NAG area.

From the survey results, the NAG’s new priorities were identified as:

1. Anti-Social Behaviour (ASB), focusing particularly on rowdy youths
2. Property theft, focusing particularly on burglary
3. Drugs
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IKS reported that Thames Valley Police figures on ASB show it is concentrated in three main areas:

1. Whitely Street
2. Elgar Road
3. Katesgrove Lane

MSO ran through the SARA (Scanning-Analysis-Response-Assessment) and PAT (Problem Analysis Triangle)
models. To begin these processes, IKS asked the NAG what data they would like to request from partner
agencies. The following was agreed upon:

= Police ASB figures - IKS to supply
= Reading Borough Council ASB figures - RST to request from Jo Daley
= Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue figures pertaining to ASB/arson - PRH to request from Kath Langdale

All figures to cover last 12 months from 1st September if possible. RST noted that yearly trends do tend to recur,
so older data probably not needed.

A draw was held to determine winners for returning NAG surveys. The results were:

=  Mr Walker, Francis Street - M&S voucher
= Albert Gibson, Alpine Street - B&Q voucher

5. TVP UPDATE

IKS reported that reported instances of crime stood at 263 offences for the last 3 months, down from 353
compared to last year (reduction of 90 offences). Largest reduction in theft from motor vehicles. ASB is up
slightly.

PRH reported on alcohol seizures as a result of the street drinking restrictions, and noted that details of
offenders are recorded. Also reported on continuing Vehicle Visual Audits, the last of which identified 29
vehicles considered at-risk; owners informed via DVLA details.

PRH and PKB are now equipped with body-worn video cameras. Footage and demonstration to be given at next
meeting. MSO suggested visit to school for the same.

6. NAG NEWSLETTER
JSA queried the status of the NAG newsletter.

IKS reminded the NAG that a communications budget now exists.
Design to be worked on by MCU, JSA, PKB, and MSM, PKB to co-ordinate.

IKS suggested a deadline of a Christmas publication, which was agreed.

7. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
SWAINSTONE ROAD ISSUES

With regard to street lighting, RST explained that some money could be available via the Safer Reading Forum
to improve street lighting. JSA to make enquiries.

SAL asked whether the New Christ Church school playing field is being turned into a public play area with its
current ongoing works. MSO reported that it is not, and there are no plans to do so.

PRN reported that the Neighbourhood Police Team now has access to a mobile police station, and is happy to
arrange attendance at community events if requested.
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RST enquired whether a representative from Waterloo Meadows should be invited to attend in future to talk
about youth provision. MSO to invite.

IKS suggested inviting Whitley Street shop owners and Elgar Road residents to attend, particularly with the
focus now on ASB. MSO to draft letter, PSCOs to deliver.

JSA offered to present on council reporting procedures for graffiti, litter, etc. in near future.

8. NEXT MEETING

IKS is to contact Waterloo Meadows Children’s Centre and arrange it as a venue for the October
meeting. The September meeting will be skipped.

Next meeting is therefore Waterloo Meadows Children’s Centre, 7pm, Thursday 15t October.

IKS to bring printed copy of constitution for all members to sign at next meeting.
MCU to produce analysis from NAG survey data.

IKS to supply electronic copy of survey results to JSC for publication on website.
